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Minutes
Council Meeting
November 12, 2008

A regular scheduled meeting of the Borough Council was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by
President Edward Mitchell. The meeting was held in the Upland Municipal Building.

Present were: President Edward Mitchell, Vice President Christine Peterson, Council members Mrs.
Sandy Miazza, Ms. Moira Crawford, Mrs. Georgianna Hicks, Mr. Lee Hunter and Mr. Dennis Walls.
Mayor Michael Ciach, Mr. Charles Catania, Sr. P.E., Mr. Robert O’Connor, Esquire, and Mrs. Shirley
Purcival, Borough Manager Treasurer/Secretary were present.

Approximately fifteen residents attended the meeting and Fire Chief Dan Smith.

The Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag was lead by President Edward Mitchell. The Pledge
was followed by a moment of silence.

President Mitchell asks for a motion to accept the Minutes of the Council Meeting of October 14,
2008.

Mrs. Miazza offered a motion to accept the Minutes of Council Meeting of October 14, 2008, which is
seconded by Mr. Hunter.

Council unanimously voted aye on the motion.
Treasurer/Manager’s Report - Mrs. Shirley Purcival

Mrs. Miazza made a motion to accept the Treasurer/Manager’s Report, Items A-1. Ms. Crawford
seconded the motion.

Council unanimously voted aye on the motion.
Income Statements:

Mrs. Hicks offered a motion to accept the Income Statements, which is seconded by Vice
President, Christine Peterson.



Council unanimously voted aye on the motion.
A-2 Manager’s Report:
Mrs. Hicks offered a motion to accept the Manager’s Report, which is seconded by Mrs. Miazza.

Council unanimously voted aye on the motion.

VII.  Auburn Village Report - Mr. Dennis Walls
Mr. Walls stated that he would like to make a motion to appoint Dave Edwards as a full-time
Mechanic for Auburn Village at $20.00 per hour with $10,000 life insurance, Keystone HMO
Medical Benefits, two weeks vacation and the normal borough holidays.

Mr. Walls stated that Doug Miles will have seniority over Dave Edwards.

Mrs. Hicks offered a motion for the appointment of Dave Edwards to accept the motion as presented,
which is seconded by Mr. Walls.

Vice President, Christine Peterson questions the amount of vacation and stated this was not

settled. Vice President, Christine Peterson stated due to Dave Edwards’ years of service, he
should be entitled to the years of service already given the Borough as opposed to reducing

his vacation of a new employee.

President, Edward Mitchell stated his best recollection when the package was first put together,
we looked at the fairness and longevity which is probably thirty years of service.

President, Edward Mitchell stated the vacation time was left up in the air with the current
remodeling project going on in Auburn Village.

Vice President, Christine Peterson stated the vacation should be tabled until it can be resolved or
changed to five weeks vacation.

Council members ask the Borough Manager if five weeks is the maximum amount?
Mrs. Purcival responded, for an employee, the maximum amount would be four weeks vacation.

Mrs. Purcival stated that Dave Edwards, under the police contract, was entitled to five weeks
vacation.

Mrs. Purcival stated that a new employee after one year is entitled to one week vacation, after
the second year, two weeks vacation.

President, Edward Mitchell asks Mr. Walls to amend his motion to four weeks vacation for
Dave Edwards.

Mrs. Miazza asks the number of sick days that Dave Edwards would be entitled to.
Mrs. Purcival stated all employees get ten (10) sick days.

Council unanimously approved the amended motion for appointment of Dave Edwards with
four weeks vacation.
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Mr. Walls stated a few months ago, Council discussed and approved a motion to install a fence
at 515 Willow Way in Auburn Village.

Mr. Walls stated the fence has been installed. Mr. Walls, after speaking to the neighbors,
what we set out to do, as far as the problem, has now been relieved.

Mr. Walls stated he has nothing further to report.
Public Safety - Mr. Leland Hunter

Mr. Hunter offered a motion, which is seconded by Vice President, Christine Peterson to
accept the Fire Marshall’s Report.

Council unanimously voted aye on the motion.

Fire Chief Dan Smith reported the following for October 2008:

Fire Incidents: 1, Non-Fire Incidents: 11, Mutual Aid: 11 for a total of 23.

There were 3 drills for a total of 26. Assists for Fire: 11, Motor Vehicle Accidents: 5,
Fire Alarms: 4, Good Intent: 2 and 1 Vehicle Fire. There were a total of 14.2 hours of
service, 13 day time, 13 night time with an average runner of 9.

President, Edward Mitchell stated that Council received a copy of the Fire House Budget.
President Mitchell understood it was out a couple of months ago?

Fire Chief Dan Smith replied, “That budget was submitted by the President of the Fire House.”

President Mitchell responded they only received a copy last week. This is the first time we’ve
seen it. We will get on it real quick and will sit down with you guys.

Fire Chief Dan Smith responded that he is glad that we talked then because it was his
understanding that the President had submitted that to Council. Fire Chief Dan Smith rephrases
that statement to, “I’'m sorry, I believe Dan Kennedy was working on that.”

Fire Chief Dan Smith will get a meeting together tomorrow, before our meeting, to find out
where that dropped.

President, Edward Mitchell stated, “We would like to know that too so that it doesn’t happen
again. That’s important.” “Something isn’t quite right here.” Something that is two months
old, I can’t believe you guys haven’t hollered about that one.”

Fire Chief Dan Smith responded, “Well, we just thought you guys were working on that.”
Vice President, Christine Peterson commented, “You can’t work on something you don’t have.”

Fire Chief Dan Smith stated that recently the sirens were serviced. There were complaints

last year as to why the sirens were going off so much, so what we did was have them reprogrammed,
so for each call, they’ll only do one cycle. Even though we get dispatched every

three minutes if we don’t get out, the siren will not go off again for another ten minutes, unless
there is a secondary call.

President, Edward Mitchell responded, “That information is important. Is this something we
can put out on our calling system?”
